TOWN OF ERICKSON

BY-LAW NO. 587-10

Being a by-law of the Town of Erickson to amend Zoning By-law No. 358-86, as amended.


Whereas, Section 42(1) of The Planning Act provides that a zoning by-law may be amended,


Now therefore, the Council of the Town of Erickson, in meeting duly assembled, enacts as 
follows:

PART I – DEFINITIONS Section 3 is amended as follows:

(1)
Delete the word ``Village and substitute therefore the word ``Town`` in definition (22);

(2)
Delete the words`` By-law No. 5-84`` and substitute therefore the words “By-law No. 01-DP-2010”,in second line of definition (23); 

(3)
Delete the words ``Home Occupation`` and substitute therefore ``Home-based Business``, in the first line of definition (37); 

(4)
Delete definitions “(43) and (44)” referring to livestock production operation and livestock waste unit; and


(5)
Re-number definitions ``(45) to (90) inclusive`` to ``(43) to (88) inclusive ``.

PART II – ADMINISTRATION

Delete the word ``Village`` in all sections and substitute therefore the word ``Town`` in 



1.(1) (2) and (3), 6., 7.(1) and (2), 8.(3), 11.(2), 18.(1) and 25.

PART IV – RESIDENTIAL ZONES

Delete the words ``home occupations`` in 4.(3) (a) (viii) and substitute therefore the words ``home-based businesses`` as follows:


“(viii) home-based businesses (See Section 4 (4) of this PART)”;

Delete heading ``HOME OCCUPATIONS`` and substitute therefore ``HOME-BASED BUSINESSES`` in section 4 (4) and delete the words “home occupations” in the text of 4.(4) as follows:



HOME-BASED BUSINESSES

the provisions of this Subsection shall apply to all Residential Zones.  Home-based businesses shall conform with the following additional condition:

(a)
No more than three hundred (300) square feet of floor area shall be devoted to home-based businesses in any dwelling unit or mobile home or building accessory thereto.”;

Delete the word ``Village`` and substitute therefore the word “Town” in the second line of 6.(4) (i) as follows:


“It shall be unlawful to erect or maintain any sign on, over or above any land or right-of-way under the jurisdiction of the Town and all signs shall adhere to all the setback requirements of the zone in which they are located,”  and

Adjust TABLE OF CONTENTS to reflect change in (2) above under PART IV – RESIDENTIAL ZONE by changing HOME OCCUPATIONS – Page 35 to HOME BASED BUSINESSES – Page 35.

deleting “Automobile Laundry” and substituting therefore “Automobile Washing Establishment” as a permitted use in the “CC” and “CH” Zones located in the TABLE V-I  after “Automobile Body Shop” and before “Bakeries” as follows:

The regulations of this section are intended and designed to establish a minimum control of signs.  Such control is deemed essential to promote the health, safety, and general welfare by reducing hazards to pedestrians and vehicular traffic, and by preventing unsightly and detrimental development having a blighting influence upon the Town of Erickson.”



“6.(5)(g)

It shall be unlawful to erect or maintain any sign on, over or above any land or right-of-way under the jurisdiction of the Town unless such right is established by agreement with the Town and all signs shall adhere to all the setback requirements of this zone;” and

Delete sections 6.(7) LIVESTOCK PRODUCTION OPERATIONS, 6.(8)LOCATION OF BARNS AND ANIMAL CONFINEMENT AREAS, 6.(9) CATEGORY OF LIVESTOCK PRODUCTION OPERATIONS REQUIRING REGISTRATION UNDER THE CLEAN ENVIRONMENT AND THEREFORE A CONDITIONAL USE IN THIS ZONING BY-LAW and 6.(10) LIVESTOCK WASTE UNIT or L.W.U.;

Delete LIVESTOCK WASTE UNIT CONVERSION TABLE NO. VIII-III;


 (7)
Renumber “6.(11)” MULTIPLE USES to “6.(7)” and 6.(12) HABITABLE BUILDING LOCATION WITH RESPECT TO SANITATION FACILITIES to “6.(8)”; and


(8)
Adjust TABLE OF CONTENTS to reflect changes in (5), (6) and (7) above by deleting LIVESTOCK PRODUCTION OPERATIONS – page 88, LOCATION OF BARNS AND ANIMAL CONFINEMENT AREAS – page 88, CATEGORY OF LIVESTOCK PRODUCTION OPERATIONS REQUIRING REGISTRATION UNDER THE CLEAN ENVIRONMENT AND THEREFORE A CONDITIONAL USE IN THIS ZONING BY-LAW – page 88 and LIVESTOCK WASTE UNIT OR L.W.U. – page 88.  Also delete LIVESTOCK WASTE UNITS CONVERSION TABLE NO. VIII-III – page 89 and re-adjust the page numbers for MULTIPLE USES and HABITABLE BUILDING LOCATION WITH RESPECT TO SANITATION FACILITIES.


ZONING MAP ONE of the Town of Erickson Zoning By-law No. 358-86, as amended, is hereby deleted and replaced with a new ZONING MAP ONE, as Appendix “A” of By-law No. 358-86.  This new MAP ONE includes all the original zones in their original location except to provide a new “R” Residential Zone for Lot 1, Plan No. 20961 that was formerly a “I” Institutional Zone, and to provide a new “R” Residential Zone for all that portion of the Canadian National Railway Grounds lying north of the projection westerly of the north limit of Main Street and Lot 45, Plan No. 665 NLTO which was formerly a “M” General Industrial Zone, as shown on Schedule “A” attached to amending By-law No. 587-10.
